Two-step content analysis.

Objectives:

· To introduce the concept of different layers of meaning.

· To introduce the terms denotation and connotation.

· To give examples of denotational and  connotational meaning.

·  Give students a  technique to develop their critical responses to texts.

· Extend their understanding of range of connotations using an interactive activity.
Guidance for using interactive activity. 
This activity is designed to stimulate discussion around the different layers of meaning that an image may have for different readers. Individuals within a pair or small group may not all agree that certain images connote the same thing -extending their understanding of the concept and encouraging the students to become more sophisticated in their analysis of how the images might be used.
