ISM:
Education - Teachers could either use the image of Hitler surrounded by members of youth groups to promote discussion centred upon the appeal of Hitler and Nazism. Or, teachers could use the “quote” by Hitler on the opening slide to promote discussion upon the importance placed upon the young and the future of Germany. 
                                                  Youth Groups – Propaganda posters promoting The Hitler Youth. The appeal of these political youth groups could open on to discussion of modern day youth groups where comparisons can be made.  Would young people today feel the same way about political leaders? 

Activities:
Education – The worksheet and Powerpoint should be used together where possible and should be used as the teacher sees fit. The sources on the Powerpoint have been created to supplement the information found on the worksheet and promote pupil-pupil and pupil-teacher interaction. Where interactive whiteboards or projectors are available, pupils should be encouraged to approach the board and highlight key areas within each source for discussion, as well as areas that help them answer the key questions set. Tables and charts have been left blank so that whole class discussion can lead to the filling in of key facts and information. 

                                                 The worksheets have been divided into separate areas of study which again correspond to different sections of the Powerpoint. Questions have been set on the worksheets are separate from those set on the Powerpoint. This has been done so that the Powerpoint and worksheets can be used separately if the teacher so wishes.
                                                  An additional Powerpoint provides optional task sheets that mirror the exercises found on the Powerpoint.

Activities:
Youth Groups – It is advised that the Powerpoint is worked through first before the worksheet information is read through and the questions attempted.

Two posters will be used to show how young people were encouraged to join Youth Groups. The two sources will be analysed and pupils will be able to explore the second poster by clicking upon regions of it in order to find out the posters meaning. This can be a teacher-led activity, or groups could be allowed to approach the interactive board where available and tour through the ISM themselves. Alternatively, if a networked room is available, pupils could work in pairs to gather the relevant information.

The worksheet ties in with the Powerpoint by displaying the same recruitment posters and recapping upon pupil knowledge gained through the Powerpoint poster analysis. The worksheet adds information regarding anti-Nazi gangs, their purpose and the punishments that members of these gangs could receive. The worksheets end with a consideration of the role of the family in educating the young.
Education and Youth Plenary:  Blank ‘spider diagrams’ have been provided that allow pupils to recap knowledge based around the central key questions.

Internet web site addresses have been provided so that pupils can carry out further research, or teachers set additional work based upon the central themes.
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
