Towards Holocaust Timeline
1933 – * Hitler became Chancellor of Germany
            * The first boycott of Jewish businesses took place

            * The public burning of Jewish books
           
1935 – * The Nuremberg Laws
              Law for the Protection of German Blood and Honour
              It was now against the law for:
              i)   Jews to marry Aryans

              ii)  Jews to have extra-marital affairs with Aryans

 The Reich Citizenship Law
 i)   Jews were now to be known as ‘subjects’ and not ‘citizens’ of Germany
 ii)  Political rights were taken away from the Jews
 iii) Physicians, chemists, teachers and lawyers were prevented from 
      continuing in those professions
1938 – * Jews could no longer practice as midwives or doctors
            * Streets named after Jews were renamed
            * Jews were forbidden to sit on certain park benches or visit certain restaurants
            * Jews were forbidden to attend certain theatre or cinema performances
            
            *Kristallnacht – The Night of Shattered Glass – November 9th – 10th
              The S.A. burnt down 267 synagogues and arrested 26,000 Jews within 
              Germany in retaliation for the murder of a German diplomat by a Jew
1939 – * Jews were forced to use the names of Sarah or Israel

            * Travel documents were handed to the authorities to be stamped with a ‘J’

1940 – * Ghettos were set up in Warsaw and Cracow
1942 - *‘The Final Solution’ to the Jewish Question was discussed and formalised 
               during the Wannsee Conference
            * Lists of Jews living in Europe were drawn up

            * Upwards of 2.7 million Jews and ‘undesirables’ were killed

1943 – * New Gas chambers opened in Auschwitz to cope with the increasing 
               numbers of Jews arriving from around Europe
            
1944 – * Auschwitz-Birkenau reported its highest number of people gassed and 
               cremated in one day during the summer months – 9,000
            * The gas chambers at Auschwitz were used for the last time

1945 – * The Nazis forced concentration camp inmates to march away from 
               advancing Allied troops. These death-marches killed thousands

            * In January the Russians liberated Auschwitz
