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Tanni Grey was born in Cardiff. She has spina-bifida, a congenital problem that causes problems with the spine. She uses a wheelchair.

She began her career in 1984 when she won the 100 m sprint for Wales in the Junior National Games.

She is one of the most successful disabled athletes. She has won a total of 16 medals in the Paralympics and has over 30 world records. She has won the London Marathon six times.

She has a honours degree from Loughborough University, and works as a television presenter. For her services to sport, she has been awarded with the title Dame Commander of the British Empire. 

She made her last appearance for Great Britain in 2007.
