	Objective(s)

Outcome
	· To examine the Christian and Islamic beliefs of the afterlife. 

· To be able to identify the differences and similarities of the Christian and Islamic beliefs of the after life

· Pupils should express what they believe about the afterlife.
· Explain what Christians/Muslims mean by Heaven and Hell and the different ways that Christians understand these beliefs.

· Explain what Christians/Muslims believe about Judgement / what they believe they are judged on.

· Explain what ‘akhirah’ means to Muslims.

· Express their own beliefs about the afterlife and give at least 2 reasons to explain why.



	Suggested sequence of activities


	To introduce the afterlife, teacher should show objective and learning outcomes on board. Discuss with pupils.
[Teacher should make clear to pupils that the learning outcomes will be assessed through peer assessment]
1. Christian beliefs about the afterlife- Concept Map 1’
Pupil sheet – publisher document ‘Afterlife’
Pupils should have some knowledge of Christian beliefs of God from KS3. Write down own ideas

1] Individually 2] share ideas with partner/ others in the group.  Add to own task sheet. 

Using whiteboard teacher should write pupil ideas onto post it notes and then press the reveal button to check and compare ideas.

Pupils should add any additional notes if necessary.

Teacher should discuss with pupils exam question stated in exam link.
2.Using the ‘The Afterlife - Christianity‘–
Pupil paper activity – afterlife descriptions
Pupils can have their own set of descriptions and key beliefs [Christian beliefs about the afterlife 2 ] and match them up whilst working with a partner.

Teacher can then use the ‘The Afterlife – Christianity’, interactively with pupils to test out the correct answers, or alternatively straight away as a starter activity the following lesson to check learning outcomes.
3. Using ‘Mission Impossible’ Islamic beliefs of the afterlife.
Pupil paper copy – incorrect and incorrect version

Students should carefully read the Islamic beliefs of the afterlife against the clock. [Teacher  may differentiate if necessary by playing the activity twice [2 minutes x 2 ] 
Either the teacher can ask for feedback immediately or the incorrect paper version may be given out to each pupil first before doing the activity interactively.

Students should correct the incorrect version on the sheet or copy out what they think is the correct version.
Pupils can interactively click on the screen where they can spot the mistake or alternatively an interactive mouse can be passed around the class to involve as many pupils as possible.
Peer assessment – swop answers to assess each other’s efforts. Correct where necessary

Teacher show correct version so that pupils can finalise a mark of spotted mistakes.

 [This kind of examination question can be worth up to 6 marks]
The examination question suggested below can be used as a starter activity the following lesson.  Pupils can peer assess their work.

Teacher will need to guide pupils in the decision of what mark to award. The WJEC examiners marking system could be used -A02 

Pupils may also use their answer from the previous lesson to guide them in their 
assessment.
4. Venn Diagram
Venn diagram descriptions- publisher document and Venn diagram A3 sheet

[Pupils can work in pairs first if sheets have been printed out.]

This is a useful tool for helping pupils to classify factors relating to the two different beliefs of the afterlife from the religious traditions. The activity can also be used in different ways as there are different functions to it.

Teacher can select which function depending on the group or level of challenge.

The functions are as follows:

‘Hide marking’; ‘Hide criteria’, ‘Show solution’.

 It can also encourage further discussion.
