	Objective(s)

Outcome
	To demonstrate awareness and understanding of the different moral and Christian standpoints on the issue of Euthanasia.
Pupils express their own views on euthanasia
To be able to define the meaning of the term ‘Sanctity of Life’.

To be able to define the meaning of Euthanasia is.
To be able to give 2 moral examples for and 2 against Euthanasia.

To know both Christians views on Euthanasia.

To be able to support each argument with at least 2 bible references.
To be able to express own view on euthanasia with at least 2 reasons to say why.


	Suggested sequence of activities


	Teacher should show objective and learning outcomes on board. Discuss with pupils.
[Teacher should make clear to pupils that the learning outcomes will be assessed through peer assessment.
1.Concept map –Sanctity of life
 Paper task pupil sheet – concept map.
Show image / picture. Encourage pupils to work out what concept it is representing. Pupils write down ideas. 
Using whiteboard teacher / pupil should write ideas onto post it notes and then press the reveal button to check and compare ideas.

Pupils should add any additional notes if necessary.
2. Sanctity of Life – drag text

Pupil paper activity –Sanctity of Life
Pupils work out the answers first before attempting activity on the whiteboard.

Use this activity to recap on the meaning of the term and the Christian teachings.
3. Concept map –Euthanasia
Pupil paper activity –Euthanasia

Show image / picture. Encourage pupils to analyse picture and work out what concept it is representing. Pupils write down ideas and discuss with partner.

Using whiteboard teacher / pupil should write ideas onto post it notes and then press the reveal button to check and compare ideas.

Pupils should add any additional notes if necessary.
4. Fortune Line – Euthanasia
Pupil paper activity –Fortune line descriptions of different views about Euthanasia’

Pupils work with a partner discussing their reasons where to place on the line, ‘strongly agree – strongly disagree.

This activity can begin to establish what are the different views to euthanasia and to help pupils express their own opinion on euthanasia. 
5. Moral scales- Euthanasia
Pupil paper task sheet-moral scales for and against.

For and Against pupil cards

The teacher should discuss the term ‘moral’ with pupils. Ask the pupils to note down on paper sheet examples of moral arguments –‘For’ and ‘Against’ Euthanasia. Encourage pupils to share ideas with a partner.
Pupils can activate the moral scales activity on the whiteboard or through the use of a wireless mouse or the teacher may give the pupils some cards each ‘For’ and Against’

This is advisable as it can involve all pupils to be involved in the  thinking and making decisions on the answers to the task by showing own card [for and against] 
Add to paper list of moral arguments from whiteboard activity that have been missed.

6. Religious scales- Euthanasia
Pupil paper task sheet-religious scales, ‘for’ and ‘against’.

‘For’ and ‘Against’ pupil cards
Pupil paper activity thinks of some religious arguments for and against Euthanasia. Teacher should remind pupils of fortune line activity or maybe show it again.
Pupils can activate the religious scales activity on the whiteboard the same as the previous instructions and follow the same format using for and against cards.
