	Objective(s)

Outcome
	To examine the different ways people experience and respond to God.
· Explain the meaning of the concepts ‘awe’ and ‘revelation’.
· Be able to state at least 2 ways people say they experience God and explain giving examples of them.

· Be able state at least 2 ways people say they respond to God and explain giving examples of them.



	Suggested sequence of activities


	Teacher should show objective and learning outcomes on board. Discuss with pupils.
[Teacher should make clear to pupils that the learning outcomes will be assessed through peer assessment.
Concept maps – Awe, Revelation – Teacher choose timing of both activities as both are similar.
 Paper task pupil sheet – concept maps.

Examine the term ‘awe, revelation’ Ask pupils where have they come across the terms. Use dictionary, internet etc.

 Write down own ideas on concept map.
1] Individually 2] share ideas with partner/ others in the group.  Add to own task sheet. 

Using whiteboard teacher should write pupil ideas onto post it notes and then press the reveal button to check and compare ideas.

Pupils should add any additional notes if necessary.
Ask pupils to explain an occasion where they may have experienced a sense of awe and share with class. Do they know of any individuals who have had a revelation?
Link this concept to belief / experience of God – discuss

Video – Taking Issue – Belief in God( Billie McCurrie has a special Revelation)

3. Respond To God- carousel activity – 3 stages.
Paper activity – Images and text for pupils to build their own mind map

Show activity 1, there is 18 images of different ways people respond to God. Challenge pupils to examine images and write them down[ teacher can choose depending of ability/ nature of group if pupils are to work independently or to work together on all 3 activities]
Activity 2, there is a clue for pupils to check and compare their own answers. There is a pause and play function for the teacher to be able to give pupils more time to examine images. 
Activity 3. - Match the text descriptions with the category areas of the ways people respond to God. Pupils can drag the text to the images. If it is correct it will stay, incorrect-return.

Pupils may produce a mind map on paper. This is useful for pupils when they come to revise. They can search for their own images of the different ways people respond to God and stick onto their mind map.
