	Objective(s)

Outcome
	To examine some religious symbolism and imagery.
To have knowledge of what the Holy Trinity is and understand how the symbol is used to describe God’ nature. 
· Know the meaning of the concepts God and symbolism.
· Know the titles of Jesus as Lord and Redeemer and be able to explain the meaning of them.
· Be able to describe what the Holy Trinity is.


	Suggested sequence of activities


	To introduce the concept of God, teacher should show objective and learning outcomes on board. Discuss with pupils.
[Teacher should make clear to pupils that the learning outcomes will be assessed through peer assessment.

1.Concept map -Symbolism
Pupil concept map

Pupils should have some knowledge of religious symbolism from KS3. Write down own ideas
1] Individually 2] share ideas with partner/ others in the group.  Add to own task sheet. 

Using whiteboard teacher should write pupil ideas onto post it notes and then press the reveal button to check and compare ideas.
Pupils should add any additional notes if necessary.
2. Using ‘The Holy Trinity’ file

Paper task pupil sheet – The Holy trinity
.Pupils should examine symbolism further. Examine why symbols are considered sacred by the believers and can be an act to worship.
-Show Holy Trinity file after giving the paper activity. Click on the question mark on the left hand side the question, ‘What is the name of the symbol?’ will appear. Ask pupils to respond in writing. Click on ‘Check’ for name to appear. Click on the other question mark and the question, ‘What does each point on the triangle represent?’ Ask pupils to respond in writing. Click on ‘Check’ for pupils to check answers.
- Click on ‘Next’ - A description of each title will appear. Pupils must read through a make a decision which title the number should be dragged to. Once finished press ‘Check’ to get feedback.

Pupils can make notes on their paper of the 3 descriptions of the Holy Trinity.
Pupils should work out what descriptions should appear in each box and examine this further by using p67 of text book ‘Believing & Living

3.Titles of Jesus- Lord and Redeemer
 Paper task pupil sheet – Jesus-as Lord and Redeemer

  This activity can be used following a research homework activity to                                      check on knowledge and understanding of these terms.
Give out Lord and redeemer cards to each pupil. All pupils may be involved in the activity by raising card as the statement appears on the board.  Pupils must decide if the description is of ‘Lord’ or ‘Redeemer.’
Teacher can operate this activity from the board by scanning the room and taking what the majority of the pupils have decided. The activity will show if it is correct or incorrect by a tick or cross appearing.
