	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Concept maps carousel challenge
2. True or false

Pupil paper task cards- True / False.
Pupils have their own copy of true or false. They respond by selecting the card and showing it! This is a quick check of general knowledge and understanding of facts of the topic. 
3. Euthanasia ‘WAWOS’ mystery – Paper activity
Instruction sheet and description sheet.

Pupils work together to answer the AO3 question ‘Euthanasia is always wrong’.

4. Assessment for Learning - ‘Euthanasia is always wrong’.
-The teacher can decide how / when to use this activity. It can be used immediately after the WAWOS mystery or before it depending on the pupils’ knowledge and understanding of AO3 questions and WAWOS.
Pupils can read the example of the response and decide how many marks should be awarded and why.

The word ‘ WAWOS’ is colour coordinated so that when the pupil clicks on the part of the sentence it changes to the colour of W A W O S’.The pupils can then identify WHY?, before clicking onto the different colours where the justification will be given. Click on ‘Level’ and the information will be given.
             Click ‘Next’, to view another response to the answer. There are 3 written answers in total. There is a 2, 3 and 6 mark answer.
