A Christian funeral is usually held a few days after a person has died.








Christianity does not have rules about whether people should be cremated or buried








A Christian funeral service begins with the vicar or priest reminding the congregation of the words of Jesus








In Roman Catholic churches a special ‘mass’ [Eucharist] is celebrated during the funeral service.








Close relative, or friend may give a small talk remembering the person who died.








‘We commit this body to the ground: earth to earth, ashes to ashes, dust to dust.’








When the coffin or the ashes are buried, the priest or vicar says:
