	Objective (s)
	· To consider what impacts our character, attitude and values

· To know the differences between animals and humans

	Suggested sequence of activities


	1.  What makes me me?  

Pupils to consider what factors impact upon their character, attitude and values – essentially what it is that influences them the most.  Use the ranking activity [What makes me me?) to foster conversation.  Pupils required to rank, in order of importance, the factors which influence them the most.  Those which the class decide are not appropriate can be ‘flushed’.  Game can be reset if required.  If necessary, consolidate using the pyramid worksheet [ranking pyramid.doc].   NB: It is unlikely that pupils we be asked anything other than an AO1 or 2mark question on this information.

2. Animals Vs Humans

Pupils to consider what it is that separates humans from animals.  Using the Spot the Difference activity [what makes us human], pupils to speculate as to what factors make humans unique.  Follow the on screen prompts to reach the solution.  Results of this task can be consolidated using the Humans vs Animals worksheet [HumansVsAnimals.doc].

3.  Humanity and Soul

As a continuation of Activity 2, pupils need to understand what is meant by the terms Humanity and Soul.  These are key terms on the specification and pupils must be able to both define them and use them in the correct context. 

The key word game Whack-Attack is suitable here either as an introduction to the terms or as a plenary activity to assess learning.

Ensure that pupils appreciate that humanity and soul are qualities that humans possess that make them unique and different from animals.
