	Objective (s)
	·  To outline religious teachings about the purpose and responsibilities of humankind


	Suggested sequence of activities

	1.  Why are we here?

Introduce pupils to the concept of ultimate questions – questions which ask about moral and philosophical issues which are impossible to answer; for example “How did we get here?”  Ask pupils to think of three ultimate questions. Use this to lead into the question of the purpose of life and of humankind.  Using the Family Fortunes activity [What is my purpose?] field suggestions from the class about Christian beliefs on the purpose of life on earth.  For incorrect answers hit the X, for correct answers hit the relevant answer number.
2. Christian teachings on the purpose of humankind
Check that pupils understand the link between scripture / sacred text and belief and teaching.  Use the Jigsaw Activity [Why are we here jigsaw].  Pupils to match the scripture to the corresponding explanation.  The game will not automatically ‘bounce’ incorrect matches, however once all jigsaw pieces are paired use the score function to check results.  The game can then be reset.
