In 1944 France was occupied by the Germans. The country was divided into two zones – the occupied zone and the so called free zone which was governed by the Vichy regime.
There was a lack of food and ration cards were issued for bread, meat, fish, sugar etc. However some French people sold food without tickets but at highly inflated prices.

Compulsory work service was introduced and the French had to go and work in Germany.

At night the inhabitants had to close their shutters and it was forbidden to go out.

Jewish citizens were excluded from the army, education, the radio and the cinema. From May 1942 they had to wear a yellow star.

The Resistance produced illegal leaflets to spread information against the Germans. They helped prisoners of war to escape and struggled against the persecution of the Jews.
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
