	Objective (s)
	· To explore what is meant by prejudice and discrimination

· To explain why people are prejudiced and/ or when discrimination may occur.

· To explore a Christian and Muslim attitude towards prejudice and discrimination – the role of women.
· To explain the work of a religious believer who has campaigned against prejudice and discrimination – Martin Luther King.



	Suggested sequence of activities

	 1. The concepts – prejudice and discrimination – whack attacks

These are the key concepts on the specification. Pupils must be able to explain them and link with religious believers.

Pupils must be clear of the concepts prejudice and discrimination before they attempt the 2 activities – use the activity as a plenary activity to assess learning.

Whack attacks can be used independently or use an interactive mouse, or interactive whiteboard pen.

2. What causes prejudice?

This activity can be used to explore the causes of prejudice. This can be done individually first in class or working independently using the computer and recording the answers on the paper activity provided.

Pupils should also  write a sentence to explain each cause of prejudice

                                                                                                                   Pupils need to have examined the different types of prejudice and the religious teachings about prejudice and discrimination, focussing on the racial, social and gender divisions and teachings about these.

The 2 activities can be used as paired work [paper activity provided for teacher resource], or it can be used as a whole class activity or independently on the computer alone.

	4. IMPACT – Martin Luther King

Using the pupil paper sheet provided pupils can work        independently on the computer either as a class activity where it can be used interactively.  Pupils can record their information.

Teacher to link with examination question.

5. Discrimination – Jeopardy and picture reveal activity

Both these activities can be used as plenary to check and re-reinforce facts and understanding of the topic area.
Jeopardy – Pupils are given the answer and have to work out the question. This can be attempted as a paired activity and then check interactively on the board.

Picture reveal – This activity can used a number of ways.  A pupil question sheet is provided along with the teacher answers.  Pupils can attempt answers either individually/paired or a small group.
1-12 can be quickly written on a piece of paper and separated. Depending on the organisation of the activity a number can individually be picked out and the question can be revealed.  If correct the image can be revealed. The answers can be recorded before starting the interactive activity or afterwards.
