	Objective (s)
	· To analyse what is meant by equality.
· To explore examples of equality and inequality
· To explore the Muslim teaching on equality


	Suggested sequence of activities

	1. The concept – EQUALITY – whack attack activity
Pupils must be able to explain the concept ‘equality’ and link with religious believers. 

 Believing and living – p91
Religion and life Issues – p46
Pupils must be clear of the concept equality before they attempt the whack attack activity – use the activity as a plenary activity to assess learning.

Whack attacks can be used independently or use an interactive mouse, or interactive whiteboard pen.
2. Value line activity – Inequality within our world
This activity can be printed out and pupils can work interactively with a partner. Teacher to encourage discussion amongst pupils to decide where to place terms on the value line.  Teacher show value line activity on the whiteboard and invite pupils to drag terms to where they choose.  Teacher to encourage pupils to be able to justify decisions after they have dragged term on the value line. Again, teacher to encourage further discussion from other pupils to challenge decision.
2. Muslim teaching on equality.
This activity can be used where all pupils are working on an individual computer in school / homework, or it can be set up in the classroom. Teacher can print off the paper word document for pupils to highlight specialist religious vocabulary and then invite pupils to the whiteboard to click on the specialist vocabulary.

The second stage of the activity, pupils are to read through information again and focus on the Islamic teachings on equality.
The pupils are given 2 minutes and a noise will be sounded.

Pupils then have to match up the sentences.  Feedback is only given once all statements have been matched.
