	Objective (s)
	· To be able to explain what a need and want is.

· To explore pupil attitude to wealth – [needs & wants]

· To explore the Christian and Muslim attitude towards the use of wealth.

	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Needs and Wants -Pyramid Ranking Activity
a. Pupils should explore what a need and want is before they attempt the pyramid ranking activity.

                  Religion and life Issues – p49
b. A paper resource is provided if the teacher wishes the group to work with a partner to individually discuss the task.  Pupils required to rank, in order of importance, their own needs and wants]
c. The teacher can invite pupils to the whiteboard to drag the words where they feel is appropriate. Teacher can encourage discussion amongst the pupils to justify and challenge decision.  Those which the class decide are not appropriate can be ‘flushed’.  Game can be reset if required.
2.  Sentence Matching activity -Christian Response to Wealth

a. Teacher can start with this activity as an introduction to familiarising the pupils’ with the main Christian teachings to wealth or have previously taught it and use it as a tool for assessment for learning.
b. There is a paper copy provided with this activity which can be prepared beforehand by the teacher.  
c. Pupils can work with a partner and match the start and end of the sentences.  If working with a lower ability group the beginnings and endings can be printed out in a different colour.  
d. This activity can be used on the interactive whiteboard or on an individual computer as a class or homework activity.

e. This activity can be used as a plenary activity to assess learning in future lessons.

3.  Islamic Response to Wealth -Mission Impossible Activity

a. Pupils should carefully read about the basic Islamic attitudes towards wealth against the clock.-show on interactive whiteboard or on an individual computer. Encourage pupils to focus on specialist language and religious teaching.
b. A paper copy is provided for pupils to then correct the incorrect version.
c. Use ‘learning partners’ to correct and assess each other’s   efforts before the activity is used interactively on the whiteboard to check answers.
d. A correct version is available to give out to pupils for a personal copy instead of pupils having to write it out.

4. Odd 1 Out – Christian Response to Wealth
a. Show activity on whiteboard.  A paper copy of this activity is provided.  Give out to pupils.  Allow pupils to work with a partner and discuss.  Encourage the pupils to be able to justify with reasons their answer.
