	Objective (s)
	· To explore what is meant by injustice and authority
· Pupils should be able to explain what is fair and unfair in their own lives and within the wider world.

· Pupils should be able to describe some of the causes of injustice within the world today and link the concepts injustice and authority.

· Pupils should be able to describe how the charity Christian Aid works to create justice within the world

	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. The concepts – Injustice and Authority – Whack Attacks

        a. These are the key concepts on the specification. Pupils must be able    

           to explain them and link with religious believers. 
        b. Pupils must be clear of the concepts injustice and authority before  
           they attempt the 2 activities – use the activity as a plenary activity to    

           assess learning.

        Religion and life Issues –p 59

        c. Use the Whack Attack activities as a plenary activity to  assess    

           learning.  Whack attacks can be used independently or use interactive   

           mouse, or interactive whiteboard pen.

2. What are the causes of Injustice? –Image Carousel and Matching  

    Activity

a. Pupils should analyse things that are fair and unfair in the world, and 

            their causes before attempting this activity

b. This activity can used as a paper activity where pupils can work with a  

             partner and then work interactively using the whiteboard. This   

             activity can also be used as an individual class or homework activity.

c. Pupils should study the images and work out which text matches the 

            cause of injustice.  The activity can then be attempted on the   

            whiteboard to reveal correct answers.
3. Whose Responsibility Is It To Help the Poor? Belief Value line activity
a. There is a paper activity provided if the teacher wishes the pupils to work with a partner before a class discussion.

b.  Pupils should discuss with partner and be able to justify where they would place each example on the value line.

c. Teacher can encourage a class discussion through inviting pupils to the interactive whiteboard board and choose where they would place the examples.

	4. Christian Aid – The 5 W’s- Organising information Activity -An Example of A Religious Organisation who works to promote justice and speak out against injustice.

a. Teacher can organise activity so that pupils are working individually on the computer or as a class activity. This can be set up for a lesson or set as homework for pupils to complete in their own time.

b. As the first statement appears, pupils must decide which of the 5W’s the text best matches.  The text can be then dragged on the board to the chosen W. A cross will appear if it is incorrect and a tick if correct. 
c. Pupils can make their own note in their class books.

d. The teacher should emphasise to pupils that the way the information is recorded is a sound way of remembering information in an organised way when revising and answering examination questions in their final GCSE paper.
