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	1. Encourage the use of thinking sills to understand useful words by answer the question ‘Pryd?’ (When?)

2. Click 1 reveals vocabulary in English. 

3. Click 2 ask pupils what question do these words and phrases answer.
4. Click 3 reveals that the question is ‘pryd’.
5. Click 4 reveals instructions and causes words to flash. Pupils to work in pairs to translate the words. Dictionary use is optional but not necessary.
6. Click 5 highlights one word. Ask pupils for its translation

7. Click 6 reveals the translation. 
8. Each click does as above for the remaining words.
9. With the remaining useful words and phrases pupils should be able to give a full answer to the question. It is important that the teacher demonstrates by giving a few possible sentences.
