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CREATING AN INTERESTING BOOK
· Consider painting the background of the pages to begin with, before adding sketches and images to the page.
· You can use different kinds of interesting paper as a surface to work on. Consider all kinds of paper, e.g. wrapping paper, wallpaper, newspaper, tracing paper, coloured paper, handmade paper, graph paper, squared paper or dotted paper. Choose carefully in order to reflect your theme.
· Consider creating a background by repeating images or a motif.
· It is possible to create frames within the pages to give a glimpse of the next page or to frame a part of an interesting sketch.
· Use layers of tracing paper, placed upon each other, and work on each one. Tracing paper and acetate paper are good for this purpose.
· Consider cutting or ripping or even burning one side of the page to create an interesting texture and border.
· Use different materials to show different angles and viewpoints of an object when sketching it.
· It is possible to use thread to stitch interesting lines into the paper. You can do this by hand or machine.
· Repeat vocabulary or important words to create a background. Experiment with different sizes, different colours and different fonts.
· Use silhouettes/shadows to create a monochrome background.
· Use a four-coloured biro.
· Combine sketches with newspaper/magazine cuttings to create collages. 
· Sketch over photocopies of work you have already done.
· Create interesting layers using mod-rock, plaster and silk paper.
· Use stencils and spray paint/ink. 
· Use bleach, ink, colourwashes, batik and wax.
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
