· A sketch of an object on a different type of paper e.g. brown paper, foil, cling-film, coloured paper, lined paper, graph paper, tracing paper, tissue paper, crepe paper, sugar paper. 

· A sketch of an object using three different coloured pencils to represent three different waves. 
· A sketch using a black/red/blue biro, applying the cross-hatching technique.
· A sketch using one coloured pencil to show the variation of a wave. 
· Part of a sketch, magnified, using a viewfinder. 
· Three sketches of the same object (different angles).
· A sketch using a pen and ink. 
· A sketch in the style of a specific artist.
· A colour copy of the work of a specific artist.
· A sketch made out of words that are all connected to a theme.
· A sketch combining imaginary and realistic images.
· A series of imaginary sketches.

· A collage made from newspaper articles.
· A black and white collage.
· A full-colour collage.
· A collage of a part of a sketch.
· A 3D relief collage.
· A collage in the style of a specific artist.
· A collage made out of images that are all connected to a theme.
· A collage made of weaved magazine cuttings.

· A painted version of a sketch or a painted version of a part of a sketch.
· A piece of mixed-media work, i.e. a mixture of paint, collage, colour, pencil, biro etc.
· A painting in the style of a specific artist.
· A piece of work made from textiles e.g. a sketch stitched into a piece of fabric.
· A series of images from the internet / digital camera.
· Photographs, Polaroid images etc. 
· A poster design, a piece of work in 3D.
· Examples of a specific artist’s work and an evaluation of the work.
· An essay on the work of a specific artist.
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
