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GROUP ACTIVITY-

Many tourists find spectacular landscapes appealing.   Landscapes might consist of high mountains and lakes, coastal landscapes with cliffs, beaches and other features, forests with trees or desert landscapes with little or no vegetation.

Think about the appeal of the landscapes above.  Decide which one appeals to you the most and explain why in your group / with your partner.
All of the above landscapes are produced by natural processes which are continually at work on the surface of the earth.  Tourists who understand and appreciate these natural processes find natural attractions appealing.
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In some destinations, spectacular landscape features are very important attractions which are visited by large numbers of tourists.  An example of this is the Canary Island of Lanzarote.  The destination is very much associated with ‘sun, sea and sand’ holidays, with most tourists heading for the beaches and guaranteed warm sunshine.
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However, most visitors to the island make an excursion to the Timanfaya National Park to learn more about the volcanic activity which has been responsible for the formation of the island.
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In many spectacular landscapes, like the Grand Canyon in Arizona, it is the rock formations, built up over millions of years, which form the basis of the landscape.  Different types of rock, together with natural forces working on them, are responsible for the range of landscapes and natural attractions which appeal to tourists.
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Landscapes add to the appeal of destinations within the United Kingdom as well as those of long haul and European destinations.
