	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Traffic Lights Christianity Marriage

· Use the animation to introduce students to the reasons why marriage is so important to Christians.
· Take time to explain to students the concept of ‘sacrament’ ask the students about other Christian sacraments.
· Ask the students to evaluate the importance of marriage and the validity of Christian viewpoints.
2. Ceremony

· Use the images to introduce students to the main characteristics of a Christian wedding ceremony.
· Instruct students to use the writing pad to note their ideas and concepts relating to these characteristics.
3. Order of Service

· Use this activity to highlight the different parts of a Christian wedding service.
· Introduce the students to the importance of the different parts.
· Encourage the students to evaluate the ceremony and to suggest improvements.
