	Objective(s)
	· Know about the different viewpoints regarding the use of contraception within Christianity and Islam.

· Understand the obligations of following religious teachings on contraception.

· Evaluate the religious arguments for and against the use of contraceptives.

	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Use Odd One Out Religion to highlight the different viewpoints on the use of contraception as a starter leading to group or class discussion on the use of contraception.  You could create a graph showing which viewpoint is the most popular within the class.

2. Use the On the Fence activity to learn more about different viewpoints within Christianity.

3. Use the paper resources Contraception and Contraception Statements to enforce the main points that the students need to understand.

4. Use the two traffic lights activities TL Christianity Contraception and TL Islam Contraception to close the lesson and to make sure that all the main points have been understood.



	Other notes
	Teachers should stress that attitudes towards sexual matters can very within religious traditions.  Students should be made aware that statements such as ‘All Jews believe …’ or ‘All Christians agree’ should be avoided when discussing sexual matters.
