	· Religious beliefs, values and traditions.

· Issues of love, marriage and divorce.

	Objective(s)
	· Know the different religious viewpoints concerning divorce.

· Understand the reasons why some marriages fail.

· Evaluate different religious attitudes towards divorce.

	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Problems Axis

· Students use the axis to identify marital problems and to evaluate their severity.
· Class/group discussion on the reasons behind the problems that arise in marriages.
2. Extreme Makeover

· Introduce the background information on Tod and Janet.
· Discuss the options that are open to the couple – reconciliation or divorce

· Groups to prepare the ‘options envelopes’

· Groups swap envelopes and discuss and rate the quality and helpfulness of the advice.

3. Traffic Lights - Christianity, Islam or Judaism 

· Use the animation to introduce students to the different viewpoints relating to divorce within 2 of the 3 religions.
· Use the animations to compare and contrast the different viewpoints within a religion and between religions.


	Other notes
	This resource is probably more effective if used after the students have become aware of the main aspects of the Christian wedding ceremony.
