	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Pupils to outline a sample of people / groups people with whom they have a relationship and where relevant their relationship to that individual / group (for example, to a manager they are an employee, to a teacher they are a pupil).  


Extension questioning: What are your responsibilities in this relationship? 
Paper task Relationships 1 document. 
2. Pupils to investigate the meaning of the term responsibility using the Responsibilities file.  Pupil responses to be entered onto the notepad on the screen by selecting the ‘type text’ option.  When complete, hit the ‘show text’ option on the screen to reveal the scripted definitions.


Repeat for commitments with the Commitments file.


Paper task Relationships 2 document is available for pupils showing 
both key terms and definitions.

3. Understanding Responsibilities file - pupils to consider the specific nature of the core terms studied by outlining responsibilities and commitments in particular relationships.  Enter the products of class discussion by selecting the ‘switch on’ option.  The undo icon will remove the last item written, the x erases the entire section of the selected notepad.

Paper task Relationships 3 document is available for pupils to write on.
