· Love – sexual affection, love of family.


	Objective(s)
	· Know the meaning of the terms chastity and celibacy.

· Understand different religious attitudes towards sex.

· Evaluate the relevance of religious teachings about sex.

	Suggested sequence of activities


	1. Odd One Out

· Introduce each of the four pictures and discuss any of the student’s conceptions.

· Use the notepad to write down the main points.

· Once all the pictures have been discussed individually, instruct the students to try to work out which of the pictures is the odd one out (this could be done in pairs or groups).

· Introduce the terms ‘Chastity’ and ‘Celibacy’ to the discussion.

2. Mission Impossible

· Introduce/remind/quiz the students to/of the basic features of Judaism.

· Students should carefully read about the basic Jewish attitudes towards sex against the clock.

· Students should correct the incorrect version in their class work books.

· Use ‘learning partners’ to correct and assess each other’s efforts.



	Other notes
	Teachers should stress that attitudes towards sexual matters can very within religious traditions.  Students should be made aware that statements such as ‘All Jews believe …’ or ‘All Christians agree’ should be avoided when discussing sexual matters.
